In recent years our country has allocated significant funds to
education, but that is not enough. We need true investment — in teachers, in facilities, in
quality content. This is the most fertile ground for investment, because the return comes as
literate, prosperous generations.

Our work in education must stretch beyond a single year. Literacy projects need time to
take root, to grow and to bear fruit. Let us build programmes and deliver projects that will
continue for years and leave a lasting mark. Whether you donate books to a school library,
provide computers for digital literacy, or mentor children at risk, every action matters.

They are a place for
friendship, sharing ideas and setting common direction. Bring your project teams so that
we become stronger together. The more of us there are, the stronger the link between clubs
and the District, and the faster ideas turn into action.

Let us unite — across borders, languages and generations — and state clearly: Education is
a right, not a privilege. Let us dream of a world where every child learns to read and write
— and then, as People of Action, work tirelessly to make that dream real.

Have you ever imagined what a better future for Bulgaria could look like? A future
where young people not only remain in their homeland, but truly thrive. This is one of the
dreams that Rotary clubs in Bulgaria are turning into reality. We do not simply donate
equipment or funds — we put our hearts into one of the most precious resources of all:
Bulgarian education. With every project, we as Rotarians bring life and emotion into the
learning process, we support talent, and we extend a hand to those in need. It is a mission
that shows goodness can be very close to us — and it can change lives.

Between 2015 and 2025, more than 80 projects in Bulgaria have been dedicated to
education. Over 80!

The number itself is inspiring. Statistically, this means at least eight projects every year.
The reality is probably higher — and if | have missed some, it is neither intentional nor
selective. Words such as education, training, scholarship, school, pupils, books and library
helped me uncover a vivid picture: a canvas painted by Bulgarian Rotary clubs, with
budgets of hundreds of thousands, illustrating our deep and long-term commitment to the
future of Bulgaria’s children.

Education — the key to a brighter future

Deep down, we all feel the weight of Bulgaria’s demographic challenges — the silence of
empty schools in small towns, the sadness of parents whose children have left abroad.
Rotary clubs believe that the strongest antidote to this loss is education. We transform
every donation and every initiative into a message of hope that says:

“Stay here, grow here, because Bulgaria holds a future for you.”

Our work is not just statistics — it is a collection of stories about transformed lives. When we
donate laptops for online learning, we do not merely provide equipment — we open a
window to knowledge for children who might otherwise be left behind. When we establish a
scholarship, we do not simply offer financial support — Rotarians give wings to a talent
ready to take flight. This is a struggle fought with love and dedication, whose ultimate aim is
to keep young people in Bulgaria by helping them believe in themselves and in the
potential of their homeland.

Impact on local communities: access and opportunity
The projects of Rotary clubs have a significant impact on local communities, reaching far
beyond the classroom walls.

They often touch the entire social environment, making education more accessible and
inclusive for every member of the community, regardless of their background or social
status.

Access to knowledge for all

Initiatives such as donating computers to community centres in Berkovitsa and Petrich, to
the home for children and families at risk in Malko Tarnovo, and providing water purification
systems to schools in Varna, Kavarna and Dobrich — part of a multiplied project across
other locations — improve not only the learning environment but also give access to basic
resources for the wider community. The link between education and the wellbeing of the
community is inseparable. Citizens who are better educated contribute to economic and
social development, creating an environment where everyone can flourish.

Care for health in the classroom and library

Rotary Clubs Burgas-Primorie and Silistra donated air purifiers to schools and libraries,
ensuring a healthier environment for children. Rotary Club Stara Zagora—Beroe built an
outdoor fitness area for students, encouraging physical activity. Rotary Club Silistra also
donated air purifiers to the Regional Library, including its children’s section. These are only
a small part of the projects listed on the District website — in reality, there are many more.

Support for children with special needs

Projects such as the creation of a sensory room in Stara Zagora and in other locations, as
well as the donation of a modern interactive floor by Rotary Club Kazanlak to the Centre for
Social Rehabilitation, demonstrate Rotary’s commitment to inclusive education.

Equipment and learning tools

Rotary club Lyubimets supported a “Technology and Entrepreneurship” classroom with
specialised equipment; Rotary Club Tutrakan provided a projector; Rotary Club Gabrovo
helped the vocational training of students through the donation of sewing machines.

Innovation and digitalisation: education for the future
In a world of rapid technological change, Rotary clubs are ensuring students have access
to modern learning methods and digital tools.

Interactive classrooms: Clubs such as Rotary Club Bansko—Razlog, Rotary Club Nova
Zagora, Rotary Club Sliven, Rotary Club Sofia Capital, Rotary Club Sofia Triaditsa and
Rotary Club Pomorie have donated interactive boards and displays, transforming

classrooms into modern and engaging learning spaces.

Rotary Club Svishtov, with the support of The Rotary Foundation and Rotary Club Ruse,
created a modern foreign language classroom in a digital environment. Rotary Club Ruse,
again with Foundation support and in partnership with Rotary Club Silistra and Rotary Club
Ruse—Danube, established a school classroom for civic education and the humanities.

Access to computers

Many clubs make life easier for pupils by donating computers. Among them are Rotary
Clubs Dupnitsa, Panagyurishte and Plovdiv—Philippopolis. Rotary Clubs Nessebar and
Sofia International have also contributed with cloud platforms and specialised learning
materials. Rotary Club Smolyan, supported by The Rotary Foundation and in partnership
with Rotary Clubs Zlatograd—Nedelino, Kardzhali, Interact Club Smolyan and other
organisations, equipped a computer laboratory and built a wireless computer network
across an entire school.

Innovative approaches

Rotary Club Shumen invested in teacher training in the Theory of Constraints method,
while Rotary Club Nova Zagora created a workshop “From Children to Children”, where
pupils themselves design electronic products.

Culture and knowledge: projects for spirit and skills
Rotary clubs understand that education is not only about technology. They support the
development of culture, literacy and practical skills.

Support for libraries

Rotary Clubs Gotse Delchev, Pazardzhik, Kyustendil, Harmanli, Karlovo, Samokov, Silistra
and Balchik have enriched local library collections with new books, donated shelves and
equipment, and carried out renovations. Rotary Club Sofia—Centre, through a District Grant,
delivered the project “Renovation and Equipment of a Computer Hall and Library.” Rotary
Club Blagoevgrad—Centre, also through a District Grant and with the financial support of
Rotary Clubs Dupnitsa, Bansko—Razlog, Gotse Delchev, Petrich and Sandanski, renewed
the children’s and teen sections of the Regional Library. Rotary Club Ruse created a
modern multimedia learning centre.

Encouraging reading
Rotary Clubs Aytos and Nova Zagora welcomed first-grade pupils with educational materials.
Rotary Club Harmanli donated children’s books to mark International Children’s Book Day. Rotary
Club Sofia Triaditsa achieved something remarkable by donating books to an entire network of
community centres across the country. Our partners in education continue to turn to them for
collaboration.

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Cultural heritage

Rotary Club Zlatograd—Nedelino organised a “School of Traditional Crafts”, while Rotary
Club Pleven—Centrum held events to showcase schools, stimulating interest in different
fields of learning.

Praise for effort and awards
When Rotarians present a scholarship or a prize, what the student receives is not just an
envelope — it is a promise. A promise that their hard work has been seen and valued.

Scholarships and financial support

Rotary Clubs Varna—Euxinograd, Veliko Tarnovo, Vidin, Kardzhali, Momchilgrad, Samokov,
Popovo, Pleven—Centrum, Ruse, Sofia—Balkan, Haskovo, Nova Zagora, Bansko—Razlog
and Troyan have all awarded scholarships and financial prizes to talented pupils and
students. Rotary Club Zlatograd—Nedelino has even established a scholarship fund for
doctors and medical professionals.

Support for dual education and innovation

Rotary Club Kardzhali supports dual education; Rotary Club Pazardzhik enabled a group of
students to travel to Brussels to present their project; Rotary Club Harmanli backed a
robotics team competing in an international tournament.

Mathematics and knowledge

Rotary Clubs Chirpan and Pleven—Centrum organise mathematics competitions. In Burgas,
in October last year, a contest brought together 403 children. A second round is now being
prepared, with invitations to children from across the country and neighbouring districts.
Rotary Club Targovishte provides learning aids for first-grade pupils, while Rotary Club
Kazanlak supplies school materials.

Every five years, Rotary Club Burgas publishes a book featuring the works of talented
children — poems, essays and paintings. Rotary Club Burgas—Pyrgos traditionally awards
the winners of a fine arts competition.

International mission and community service

Rotary clubs in Bulgaria extend their mission beyond the country’s borders, partnering with
international clubs and helping communities abroad. Rotary Club Gorna Banya, together
with Rotary Club Sofia International, donated books to a Bulgarian school in Greece.

Rotary Clubs Kardzhali and Edirne support a Sunday school in Turkey. Rotary Club Plovdiv
International works with international organisations to support the integration of refugee
children into the education system.

All these actions are proof that Rotary clubs in Bulgaria are not simply investing in
education. They are investing in people, in the future, and in the hope that Bulgaria can be
a better place to live. They remind us that with a little more care and faith, we can change
the world around us for the better.

In this field, the Basic Education and Literacy Rotary Action Group (BELRAG) also plays a
key role. It was created in 2011 by Rotarians and other dedicated individuals from around
the world who share a special interest in advancing the mission and goals of Rotary
International related to reducing illiteracy; improving the teaching and learning of literacy
globally; and helping to provide educational materials and equipment at different levels.
Like all Rotary Action Groups, BELRAG is an autonomous association of Rotarians with
shared interests, together with partners of Rotarians and Rotaractors, working alongside
clubs and districts on projects focused on basic education and literacy.

As with other Rotary Action Groups, BELRAG has implemented many impressive projects
across the globe. One of the most striking examples that illustrates the scope of its work is
the Guatemala Literacy Project (GLP).

This is one of Rotary’s largest and most successful multi-club, multi-district projects. It
began in 1997, launched by two brothers who volunteered as teachers in Guatemala. Their
mission was to fight illiteracy in a country where many speak indigenous languages, while
school materials were available only in Spanish.

The project began as a small initiative to donate textbooks, but it quickly grew into a large-
scale programme that includes:

 More than 48 Global Grants funded by The Rotary Foundation, with a total value
exceeding US$6.5 million.

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HOW ROTARACT CLUBS CAN TAKE PART IN ROTARY GRANTS

How Can Rotaract Clubs Participate in Rotary Grants?

Since July 2022, Rotaract clubs have been able to apply for global grants to support their
community service work, either in their own communities or abroad.

What can Rotaract clubs do to prepare for involvement in Rotary grants?

Rotaract clubs and members can:

* Learn more about Rotary grants

+ Attend the grant management seminar and work with district leaders to become qualified
to apply for global grants

* Assist in carrying out a community needs assessment

» Take an active role in implementing a project funded by district or global grants

* Collaborate with a Rotary club to organise fundraising for a grant-funded project

* Contribute technical, cultural, or academic expertise to a grant-funded project

* Ensure that their club’s membership information is kept up to date and reported to Rotary

Can Rotaractors benefit from training funded by grants?

Yes, Rotaractors can take part in grant-funded training, such as a vocational training team.
To comply with Rotary’s conflict-of-interest policy, grants that benefit an individual
Rotaractor cannot be sponsored by that person’s own Rotaract club.

Can Rotaractors receive scholarships from district or global grants?

Yes. The Trustees of The Rotary Foundation have agreed that Rotaractors may benefit
from scholarships funded by district or global grants. To comply with Rotary’s conflict-of-

interest policy, grants that benefit an individual Rotaractor cannot be sponsored by that
person’s own Rotaract club.

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HOW ROTARACT CLUBS CAN TAKE PART IN ROTARY GRANTS Foundation
Can Rotaract members serve as members of a vocational training team?

Yes. Rotaractors may either receive or provide training as part of a vocational training
team. Rotaract members who wish to serve on a team delivering training through global
grants must have at least two years of professional experience in the relevant area of
focus.

Do contribution reports to The Rotary Foundation in My Rotary include donations
made by Rotaract members?

Yes, the reports include donations made by Rotaractors, which makes it easier to
recognise donors and to track clubs’ total contributions. With the introduction of these
reports in My Rotary, individual Rotaract and Rotary members can view their own
contribution reports, while current club, district, and zone officers will be able to view the
reports for their respective Rotaract and Rotary members. Contribution data reports may
only be viewed in line with Rotary’s privacy policy.

Global Grants

Does a Rotaract club need prior experience with global grants in order to apply for one?
Yes. To be eligible to sponsor global grants, a Rotaract club must have previously worked
with a Rotary club or district on a project funded by a global grant.

What types of activities qualify as prior experience for Rotaract clubs wishing to
apply for a global grant?

The following activities qualify as prior experience with global grants:

» Conducting a community assessment in preparation for a global grant

* Fundraising for a global grant

» Taking part in promotional activities for a global grant-funded project

* Actively participating in the implementation of a global grant-funded project
* Providing technical support for a global grant-funded project

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How will the participation of a Rotaract club in global grants be monitored to ensure
that the applying club has the necessary prior experience?

The district tracks the participation of a Rotaract club in global grants. When the district
Rotary Foundation chair approves the application form, it confirms that the club meets the
requirement for involvement in a global grant. The Rotary Foundation does not oversee this

process.

Can two Rotaract clubs sponsor a global grant, with one acting as the host club and
the other as the primary international partner?

No. If one sponsor is a Rotaract club, the other must be a Rotary club or a district.

When a Rotaract club applies for a global grant, who signs the application form?
The Rotaract club president signs on behalf of the club.

Do Rotaract clubs have access to the Grant Centre to apply for global grants?
Since July 2022, Rotaract clubs have been able to apply for global grants through the
Grant Centre. To plan and prepare a draft of the application in advance, clubs can use the
Global Grant Application Template.

Qualification

Do Rotaract clubs need to be qualified in order to receive funds from district grants?

The Rotary Foundation does not require Rotaract clubs to be qualified before receiving

funds from district grants. However, District 2482 Bulgaria has this requirement for both

Yes, Rotaract clubs must be qualified in order to take part in global grants.

How can Rotaract clubs become qualified?

Rotaract clubs must follow official correspondence from the district to ensure their members
take part in the district’s grant management seminar, as well as in the online grant
management seminar in the Learning Centre. In addition, district leaders provide the club

with a memorandum of understanding for review and authorisation.

Who monitors the qualification of a Rotaract club? Do Rotaract clubs need to prove
that they are qualified when applying for global grants?

The district is responsible for tracking the qualification of a Rotaract club. District leaders

will confirm, as part of the application in the Grant Centre, that the Rotaract club is
qualified.

Today, | have asked Lynne Paradis from the Rotary Club of Red Deer, Alberta, to share her
passion for literacy:

"I believe that literacy is a human right. When | joined forces with the Rotary Club of San
Ignacio, Belize, over a decade ago, we set out to improve reading instruction, but we had no
idea how far this journey would take us.

Literacy Alive! has been supported by eight Rotary Foundation global grants since 2011. Using

a straightforward approach based on phonics and science, we updated how teachers teach and
focused on how students really learn. We collected data on reading skills improvement over six

months.

After demonstrating that teachers had integrated new practices into daily instruction, the project
snowballed. The Belize Ministry of Education took notice.

Today, over 1,300 teachers have been trained and more than 20,000 students have benefited.
We’'ve achieved over 90 percent success rates, with many students making more than a year’s
worth of improvement in just five months.

We’re attending a lecture on disability and the new regulations. A wise thought stood out:
when we create conveniences for people with permanent challenges, we also solve
temporary and situational ones.

Sometimes we think of accessibility as a kind gesture towards a minority. The truth is
simpler and far more powerful: accessibility concerns us all. Today, 1.3 billion people live
with a permanent disability. But even more of us fall into “temporary” (a broken thumb) or
“situational” limitations (carrying a baby; being in a noisy environment and unable to hear
audio). Add to this colour blindness (about 1 in 12 men): one poor colour contrast and
you've lost your audience.

The “curb-cut” effect: a small slope, a big society

Kerb ramps were created for people in wheelchairs. Yet they are just as useful for
parents with prams, couriers with pallets, travellers with wheeled suitcases, joggers...
One solution — many winning scenarios. In the digital world, subtitles do the same: not
only for people with hearing loss, but also for us when we’re in a noisy hall, on public
transport, or learning a language.

The Three Faces of Limitation (and Why We Should Care)
Permanent: a person with paraplegia.

Temporary: a broken thumb.

Situational: holding a baby / watching a video in a noisy environment.

Good design addresses all three — and that is exactly why it is good.
Rotary in Practice: Mini Checklist for Accessible Events and Projects
1.Space and mobility: ramps, wide passages, accessible toilets, a stage with a ramp.
2.Sound and speech: microphones, live subtitles/captioning; if possible — a sign
language interpreter.
3.Visual readability: high contrast; fonts 216 px; do not rely on colour alone for meaning
(consider people with colour blindness).
4. Materials: tagged PDFs, alt text for images, screen reader—friendly documents.
5.0nline forms: labelled fields, logical tab order, visible focus states, descriptive error
messages.
6.Hybrid options: remote participation; recordings with subtitles; short summaries after
meetings.
7.Accessibility role: appoint a contact person; involve people with disabilities in
design/testing teams.
8.Budget and metrics: allocate funds for accessibility; measure — how many people
benefited from captions, a ramp, online participation, etc.

Why This Is Our Argument

When we say “let’'s make it accessible”, we are not asking for extras. We are applying
common sense. We reduce friction, increase participation, and expand the impact of the
project.

This is the most effective way to be inclusive: not for a “group” — but for the whole
community.

And to put it plainly:
Accessibility is not charity. It is intelligent community design.

An attorney, Babalola received a university degree in engineering in 1988. He has
worked for 25 years in the oil and gas industry, holding senior positions in Shell PLC and
carrying out projects on four continents. He is the founder of two companies: Riviera
Services Ltd., an oil and gas infrastructure delivery company, and Lead and Change
Consulting, an executive coaching and organizational performance advisory group.
Babalola’s professional affiliations include the Nigerian Society of Engineers, the
Institute of Safety Professionals, and the Association of Change Management
Practitioners. He is a member of Jericho Business Club, an organization in his home city
that provides input to governments on economic and social policy.

Babalola and his wife, Preba, live in the city of Port Harcourt. He supports The Rotary
Foundation with a named endowment and as an Arch Klumph Society member. A trustee
of ShelterBox UK and director of the Safe Blood Africa project, he is a recipient of the
Africa Centennial Heroes Award, the Regional Service Award for a Polio-Free World, the
RI Service Above Self Award, and The Rotary Foundation Citation for Meritorious
Service.

The president of Rotary International serves a one-year term, presiding over the Board
of Directors and providing inspirational leadership for the organization. As the
spokesperson for the global network, the president visits clubs around the world to
promote Rotary's values and represent the organization at major events. Rotary chooses
its president from members who have demonstrated extensive leadership experience
within Rotary, including service as a club president, district governor, and member of the
Board.
