The next day you'll travel by boat to Malgy (Vagsgy) from Bergen at 16:30hrs. In Malgy you
will be met by members from Nordfjordeid Rotary Club. Your stay in Eid will be from Sunday
9t to Tuesday the 11t of August.
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You will later go on to Stryn 11t to 13, Sogndal 13t to 15th, Fgrde 15 to 17t" and then
Florg 17t to 19",

Finally you’ll be back in Bergen where you stay from the 19t to the 21%, then it will be time
to and leave. You will leave Norway from Bergen Airport Flesland.

Cost:
A fee of 150 Euros will be required upon arrival. Travel expenses to Norway, pocket money
and insurance must be paid by the participants.

Accommodation:
Mostly in private homes, but also in hostels some nights.

Insurance:
The participants must be insured against illness, accidents and third party
damages. No insurance is provided by the camp
