This stunning vessel
has 15 2-man sleeping cabinets. Breakfast, lunch and dinner is prepared in the
galley kitchen (kombuis) and served in the elegant dining room.
You will be sailing along the coast of the Ijssel lake, visiting various towns and en
route, include the tourist-haven of Volendam, the fishing port of Enkhuizen and,
of course, Amsterdam.
